The  BEACON  
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Can You Hear Me Now?  

 

 Technology has changed a lot in the past several years. Nearly everywhere you go these days you see 

people of all ages talking on cell phones. (Beginning this month, however, if it is done while driving there is a 

good chance of a traffic violation fine imposed unless there is a phone hands-free device used.) 

 

 The availability of new technology has caused Mason Church to launch into a new way of ñgoing to 

churchò when a person isnôt able to be present in the sanctuary. For two Sundays now we have had folks 

ñattendingò the worship service by telephone! Janey Smith along with Jack and Betty Osborn attended an 

Adult Ministries gathering at Des Moines United Methodist Church a few weeks ago and heard about the pos-

sibility of persons using telephones to hear the worship service. 

 

 On 23 and 30 May we had folks doing just that. Mary Wahlstrom and Vivian Hemel were linked to the 

sanctuary by one, then two cell phones so that they could hear the worship service. On the second of those two 

Sundays a bulletin for the service was in their hand and a United Methodist Hymnal available. Though this 

idea should have been tried before, it is something that was highlighted in Des Moines and Mason Church is 

giving it a go. 

 

 While the services were in progress I tried to make sure that I stayed close to the pulpit where the 

phones were located so that words could be clearly heard over the phone lines. At one point I decided to take 

our two telephone-attendees with me to sit on the platform steps with the young people during the Sermon-in-a

-Sack. 

 

 Though the congregational singing and choir anthems arenôt heard as well as of yet, weôre trying to 

come up with ways to make that a more viable hearing option. There are still a few small glitches to work on; 

but weôll keep at the project to refine it for any folks who want to ñgo to churchò by phone. It has been fun to 

welcome our phone-attendees and then put the phoneôs earpiece to the microphone so that they could say 

ñHelloò to the congregation. 

 

 Other ideas may follow: better methods of providing clarity to those who listen to the worship services 

by phone, having video-taped copies of the services to take to the homes of persons who have the television 

equipment to view a video cassette tape on an available VCR machine or by way of video CD (compact disc) 

player. Then there are some other ideas for those who have access to computers: a video recording of the wor-

ship service that can be played over ñYou Tubeò with the click of a computer mouse. That gives a whole new 

meaning to the term church mouse. J 

 

 The sermon manuscripts are now being posted on the church website at www.masonchurch.org for 

those who wish to read the messages; and we will be exploring ways to communicate with even more vocal 

and visual clarity in the future.
